Why Being on Time Matters
At Cliff Park, the school day starts at 8:30am. Morning registration closes at 9:00am.

When students arrive after 9:00am, it is marked as an unauthorised absence (a “U” code). This
means:

e |t counts the same as half a day missed even if your child arrives just a few minutes after the
register closes.

e Arriving late to school can seriously affect your child’s attendance record.
e Punctuality issues may is some cases lead to further action.

Even being just a few minutes late can cause problems. Students miss the start of lessons, important
notices, and it can make them feel unsettled for the rest of the day. Over time, this adds up and can
affect both learning and confidence.

We know mornings can be difficult. If you are struggling with getting your child to school on time,
please talk to us. We are here to help and want every child to have the best possible start to their
day.
